Two MAC Boats in the Finals at Nationals

Wedve taken at least one boat to the Y outh
National Championshipsach of the last
years. This year we continued the tradii
by qualifying the womenés quad and
menés lightweight four.

The quad, the 6 Southwest champions
and undefeated going into Cincinnati,
battled through one of the fastest quad
fields in recentmemory to make the fina
T the first MAC womends boat to pull off

that feat. They finished sixth in the fina

The mends lightweight 4, mean time, a
bronze medalist crew at Regionals and
first MAC sweep boat to ever qualify fol
Nationals, raged throingthe 18 boat field
and surprised everyone but themselves
making the final. They finished 4th in a
barnburner, a scant .3 seconds out of tl
bronze medal.
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MAC Delivers Record-Setting Performance in Sacramento

In what proved to be a worthy culminatior
a very successful season, MAC turned in
best topto-bottom Championships
performance to date.

Competing in the mighty Southwest Regic
widely considered to be the fastest junior
rowing region in the country, MAC made i
team record 7 finals and won a team recc
medals, including its first ever fbig boatd
championship the womenés quad.

The finalists included the womends single,
double & quad and the men&s light 8, light 4,
quad and %' novice 8 with, along with the
gold medalist quad, the womenés single and
double earning silver medals and the menés

light 4 earning a tightly comsted bronze.

The mends light 8 were part of an
unbelievably fast field in which all 6 finalis
finished within 3 seconds of each other af
2,000mi a spectacular race.

Also noteworthy was a best eve? glace
finish by the womenés varsity 8 (who also
became the first MAC womends 8 to break
7:00 in competition), gutsy performances
both the men& and womenés novice 8sand a
brilliant race by the womenés JV 4+ that saw
them come up just .2 seconds out of 4n 8
finals berth.

Membership Mark Falls as 73 Athletes Finish 2006 Season

In addition to settingecords on the race
course, MAC achieved milestones in
membership and fundraising, as 73 athlet
from 22 different Los Angeles area high
schools finished the year, easily exceedin
the previous record of 64 set in 2004.

The team is definitely growing! Ahwith the
membership split almost exactly down the
middle between public and private school
students (public schools win by 1) and me
and female athletes (women win by 3), we
remain a diverse and widely representativ

group.

The athletesb parents responded to the need
for new equipment to support all of these
new rowers by donating a combined total
$32,000 during our fall Capital Campaign.
This along with a grant from the Amateur
Athletic Foundation of Los Angeles afford
us the ability to purchaseb badly needed
8s, one each for the mends and womenés
teams.

The team still needs more boats to cope \
the demand, but the generosity of this yearés
donors went a long way toward solving th
seat crunch.

Team Receives $16,000 Anonymous Donation

In another first for the program, the team
accepted a $16,000 donation from a famil
that asked for strict anonymity as a condit
of making the donation. The money, ear
marked for the purchase of a new four, is
largest single donation the team has ever

received from a private individual.
